In 2007, the Council of Australian Governments identified Indigenous reform as a key priority and made a commitment to closing the gap in life outcomes and opportunities between Aboriginal and Torres Strait Island and non-Indigenous Australians.

2. The second ‘Queensland Closing the Gap Report 2008–09: Indicators and Initiatives for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Peoples’, provides a state-wide overview of progress against the National Indigenous Reform Agreement performance measures.
