1. [bookmark: _GoBack]The amendments to the Acquisition of Land Act 1967 allow for the compulsory acquisition of land outside the urban footprint in the local government areas of Sunshine Coast, Moreton Bay, Brisbane, Ipswich, Redlands, Logan and Gold Coast for the purposes of conserving koalas.

2. The main reason for this amendment is to acquire non-urban land where it has not been possible to negotiate voluntary purchase or a suitable conservation agreement with the landowner.

3. Cabinet approved the amendment of the Acquisition of Land Act 1967 be introduced into the Legislative Assembly.
