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1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Toward Q2: Tomorrow’s Queensland was released in September 2008 as the government’s vision for Queensland. It outlines five ambitions and 10 long-term measurable targets for a strong, green, smart, healthy and fair Queensland by 2020.
2. The targets are in the areas of:
	· Strong economy
	· Business innovation

	· Carbon footprint
	· Greenspace

	· Early childhood education
	· Qualifications

	· Preventable diseases
	· Hospital waiting times

	· Jobless households
	· Volunteering


3. Since the launch of Toward Q2, there has been positive progress toward six of the 10 targets - strong economy, greenspace, carbon footprint, early childhood education, qualifications and jobless households. At this stage updated data is unavailable from the ABS for two of the targets - business innovation and volunteering. 
4. When Toward Q2 was released, the government committed to publish (annually) a plan which maps out what needs to be done over the following year to bring us closer to achieving the targets (i.e. target delivery plans).
5. Cabinet endorsed the release of the 10 Toward Q2: Tomorrow’s Queensland 2011-2012 target delivery plans (TDPs) for publication on the Toward Q2 website and departmental websites.
6. Cabinet endorsed the release of the TDP executive summaries for publication on the Q2 website.
