1. [bookmark: _GoBack]The Criminal Law Amendment (Public Interest Declarations) Amendment Bill 2013 amended the Criminal Law Amendment Act 1945 to empower the Governor in Council to declare that a relevant person must be detained under that Act. The Governor in Council may make a ‘public interest declaration’ if satisfied it is in the public interest to make the declaration. 
2. A ‘relevant person’ is a person who is subject to one of the following orders made under the Dangerous Prisoners (Sexual Offenders) Act 2003:
· a continuing detention order; or
· a supervision order, if the person was subject to a continuing detention order immediately before the supervision order was made.
3. Cabinet approved the introduction of the Criminal Law Amendment (Public Interest Declarations) Amendment Bill 2013 into the Legislative Assembly.
