1. [bookmark: _GoBack]On 23 March 2013 the Finance and Administration Committee tabled its report on its Inquiry into the Operation of the Queensland Workers’ Compensation Scheme. The Committee’s report included 32 recommendations. 
2. In response to the Committee’s report and recommendations, the Queensland Government has proposed a number of legislative amendments to the Workers’ Compensation and Rehabilitation Act 2003 via the Workers’ Compensation and Rehabilitation Amendment Bill 2013 (the Bill). 
3. Also in response to the Committee’s report and as a consequence of the proposed amendments to the Bill, the Government is proposing amendments to the Workers’ Compensation and Rehabilitation Regulation 2003 through the Workers’ Compensation and Rehabilitation Amendment Regulation (No. 1) 2013.
4. Cabinet approved that the Workers’ Compensation and Rehabilitation Amendment Bill 2013be introduced into the Legislative Assembly.
5. Cabinet approved that the Workers’ Compensation and Rehabilitation Amendment Regulation (No. 1) 2013 be laid before the Legislative Assembly.
6. Cabinet approved the Government’s full response to the Committee’s report and recommendations be tabled in the Legislative Assembly.
