Minister for Health and Minister for Ambulance Services

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]The functions of the Radiation Advisory Council (RAC) are to examine, and make recommendations to the Minister, about the operation and application of the Radiation Safety Act 1999 (the Act) and other issues relating to radiation safety standards. The RAC may also conduct research into radiation practices, including the transportation of radioactive materials, within Queensland.
2. The RAC consists of at least eight, but no more than 15, members appointed by the Minister comprising: 
· the Chief Health Officer, Queensland Health; 
· at least six, but no more than 13, persons (the appointed members) with experience or knowledge relating to radiation practices, transportation of radioactive material and ways of preventing or minimising health risks or harm to the environment; and
· at least one community representative (who is also designated as an appointed member).
3. Cabinet noted the intention of the Minister for Health and Minister for Ambulance Services to appoint the following members to the Radiation Advisory Council for a term of three years from the date of Ministerial approval:
