1. [bookmark: _GoBack]The Queensland Child Protection Commission of Inquiry released its report, Taking Responsibility: A Roadmap for Queensland Child Protection on 1 July 2013.
2. The Government committed to continue implementation of the Commission of Inquiry recommendations and has reviewed the child and family reforms and identified opportunities to build on the foundations laid by the Commission of Inquiry recommendations. 
3. In particular, an enhanced approach by the Queensland Government will:
· strengthen the focus on prevention and early intervention;
· strengthen engagement with and support for parents and families, communities, non‑government partners and communities; and
· take an integrated, innovative and collaborative approach to address the over-representation of vulnerable Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander  children and families in the child protection system.
