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1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Closing the Gap in early childhood education, school education and training outcomes for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people remains a high priority for the Palaszczuk Government.
2. Advancing Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Education and Training: A draft action plan for Queensland aims to enhance the ‘closing the gap’ agenda, advocating a vision aimed at achieving equity and excellence.
3. The draft action plan is designed to drive improvements in early childhood, school education, training and higher education outcomes for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander children, students and young people.
4. It proposes key actions to be undertaken within the following focus areas:
· Making early gains;
· Reaching learning potential;
· Developing skills;
· Transforming pathways;
· Supporting successful transitions;
· Engaging partners; and
· Building capability.
5. Cabinet endorsed the Advancing Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Education and Training Action Plan: A draft action plan for Queensland and its release for public consultation.
