1. [bookmark: _GoBack]The Special Taskforce on Domestic and Family Violence provided its report, Not Now, Not Ever: Putting an End to Domestic and Family Violence in Queensland to the Premier and Minister for Trade in February 2015. The report contains 140 recommendations and outlines a framework for a vision where all Queenslanders can live free from domestic and family violence.
1. The Government accepted all 121 Government–based recommendations, supported the 19 non-government recommendations, and developed a 10–year Domestic and Family Violence Prevention Strategy (the Strategy) to guide implementation and realise the vision of the Report. A series of four action plans will support the Strategy, with the Second Action Plan 2016–17 to 2018–19 released in November 2016. 
1. Steady progress continues to be achieved with the Government’s response to the Report. As at 31 August 2018, of the 121 recommendations directed at the Government, 95 have been completed and the remaining 26 have commenced.
1. Cabinet noted progress on implementation of the Government response to the report of the Special Taskforce on Domestic and Family Violence Not Now, Not Ever: Putting an End to Domestic and Family Violence in Queensland.
1. Cabinet approved the Year 3 Highlights Report Card pursuant to the evaluation framework of the Domestic and Family Violence Prevention Strategy 2016-2026.
1. Cabinet noted that the Year 3 Highlights Report Card be made publicly available.
1. [bookmark: _Hlk530998091]Cabinet approved release of the 2018 Queensland Social Survey (Domestic and Family Violence Survey Report) on the Queensland Government Statistician’s Office website.
1. Cabinet noted the findings and 21 recommendations of the flagship evaluation report on the Queensland Government’s workplace response to domestic and family violence.
