No. 2 – Inquiry into the re-identification of Coal Workers’ Pneumoconiosis in Queensland. 
2. The Queensland Government’s response to the Coal Workers’ Pneumoconiosis Select Committee’s report was tabled on 8 September 2017. 
3. The government’s response committed to establishing a Project Management Office to undertake consultation with stakeholders and to develop options for the Minister for Natural Resources, Mines and Energy on alternative regulator models and an appropriate model to fund the regulator.
4. The Project Management Office prepared a discussion paper on potential options for resources safety and health regulator models in Queensland. 
5. Cabinet noted that the discussion paper on options for resources safety and health regulator models in Queensland would be released for public consultation.
