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1. The Criminal Code (Child Sexual Offences Reform) and Other Legislation Amendment Bill 2019 contains a comprehensive package of amendments intended to improve the responsiveness of the criminal justice system to child sexual offending and the victims of child sexual offences by: 
· implementing recommendations of the Royal Commission into Institutional Responses to Child Sexual Abuse - Criminal Justice Report;
· implementing recommendations of the Queensland Sentencing Advisory Council’s report on the Classification of child exploitation material for sentencing purposes; and 
· creating new offences criminalising the possession, production and supply of anatomically correct, life-like child replicas used for sexual gratification.
2. Cabinet approved the introduction of the Criminal Code (Child Sexual Offences Reform) and Other Legislation Amendment Bill 2019 into the Legislative Assembly.
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
