Appointment of Directors to the Board of the Residential Tenancies Authority
Minister for Housing and Public Works, Minister for Digital Technology and Minister for Sport

1. The Board of the Residential Tenancies Authority (the Board) is established under the Residential Tenancies and Rooming Accommodation Act 2008 (the Act). The Board is responsible for the way that the Residential Tenancies Authority (RTA) performs its functions and exercises its powers, and for ensuring the RTA performs its functions in an appropriate, effective and efficient way.
2. The membership of the Board comprises a Chairperson and six other Directors.
3. Section 474 of the Act provides that a Director may be appointed for the term, of not more than three years, as decided by the Governor in Council.
4. Cabinet endorsed that Mr Steve Ryan, Ms Sally Watson and Ms Janet Benson be recommended to the Governor in Council for reappointment as Directors to the Board of the Residential Tenancies Authority for a term of three years commencing from 1 November 2019 until 31 October 2022.
