Appointment of members to the Electrical Licensing Committee
Minister for Education and Minister for Industrial Relations

1. The Electrical Licensing Committee (the Committee) is established under section 87 of the Electrical Safety Act 2002 (the Act).
2. Under section 88 of the Act, the functions of the Committee are to: 
· give advice and make recommendations to the Board about electrical licences and training; 
· take necessary disciplinary action against holders of electrical licences and previous holders of electrical contractor licences; and 
· review decisions of the Regulator about electrical licences. 
3. Section 89 of the Act provides that the Committee consists of: 
· the Commissioner for Electrical Safety, who is the chairperson;
· four other members appointed by the Minister.
4. In choosing the appointed members of the Committee, the Minister must: 
· consider each proposed member’s practical experience and competence in the management of electrical safety and in electrical training; 
· ensure that one member is representative of employers, one member is representative of workers, one member is representative of the community and one member is a technical expert who is a licensed electrical worker or an electrical engineer; and 
· seek to appoint both men and women as members to the Committee.
5. Cabinet noted the intention of the Minister for Education and Minister for Industrial Relations to appoint the following members to the Electrical Licencing Committee for a term of three years commencing from 1 October 2020 up to and including 30 September 2023 as follows:
· Mr Keith McKenzie 		worker representative 
· Ms Jane Errey 		employer representative
· Ms Veronica Mauri 		technical expert 
· Mr John (Jack) Camp 		community representative.
6. Cabinet noted the Commissioner for Electrical Safety is the chairperson of the Electrical Licencing Committee as required under the Electrical Safety Act 2002.
