Reappointment of two members to the Legal Aid Board
Attorney-General and Minister for Justice and Leader of the House

1. Section 48 of the Legal Aid Queensland Act 1997 (the Act) establishes the Legal Aid Board (the Board). 
2. The functions of the Board, under the Act, are to responsibly manage Legal Aid Queensland (LAQ) and to ensure that LAQ achieves its objects under the Act.
3. Under section 49 of the Act, the Board consists of five persons (including one as the Board Chairperson) appointed by the Governor in Council.
4. Section 51(1) of the Act provides that a member of the Board must be appointed for a term of no longer than three years decided by the Governor in Council.
5. Cabinet endorsed that Ms Sandra Deane and Mr Allan Welsh be recommended to the Governor in Council for reappointment as members of the Legal Aid Board for a term commencing on and from 26 September 2020 up to and including 4 May 2023.
