Trusts Bill 2022
Attorney-General and Minister for Justice, Minister for Women and Minister for the Prevention of Domestic and Family Violence

1. The Queensland Law Reform Commission (QLRC) conducted a review of the Trusts Act 1973 (Trusts Act) to examine whether the Trusts Act provides an adequate, effective and comprehensive framework for the regulation of trusts (including charitable trusts) in Queensland and identified opportunities for the Trusts Act to be modernised, simplified, clarified or updated.
2. The QLRC’s Final Report included a draft Bill reflecting the QLRC’s recommendations for reform.
3. A draft Trusts Bill 2022 will be drafted to reflect the QLRC’s draft Bill with some modification to address identified issues, including some which have been raised by key stakeholders.
4. Cabinet approved the preparation of an exposure draft of the Trusts Bill 2022.
5. Cabinet noted that the Attorney-General and Minister for Justice, Minister for Women and Minister for the Prevention of Domestic and Family Violence will seek the approval of the Premier and Minister for the Olympics for the public release of an exposure draft of the Bill for broad community consultation.
