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1. The Department of Education (DoE) has developed a new strategy for state schooling education, outlining the Queensland Government’s vision for a progressive, high performing education system, realising the potential of every student.
2. It provides clarity for schools about priorities and expectations, while delivering a roadmap of key system changes that will ensure sustainable improvement over the longer term.
3. The Strategy outlines five system priorities, including:
· Educational leadership and teaching expertise
· Digital innovation in teaching and learning
· Educational performance and support
· Integrated responses and educational precincts; and
· Revitalising educational infrastructure.
4. The Strategy has been informed by consultation with key stakeholder groups and Queensland’s state school principals. In October 2022, at the recent Principals’ Conference, over 1200 state school principals were consulted on the draft Education Strategy and there was strong support for the strategic direction and focus on collaborative effort across the state schooling system and with other government agencies.
5. The DoE long-term infrastructure plan Equity and Excellence in action: Infrastructure for learning outlines five priorities in response to current and future challenges and opportunities including: best possible educational outcomes; schools as drivers of social equity; sustainable and climate positive environments; better utilisation of school infrastructure; and ensuring best value for public funds.
6. Cabinet approved the Education Strategy – Equity and Excellence: realising the potential of every student and its public release.
7. Cabinet approved the Equity and Excellence in action: Infrastructure for learning and the Infrastructure Planning and Prioritisation Framework and its public release.
