Births, Deaths and Marriages Registration Bill 2022
Attorney-General and Minister for Justice, Minister for Women and Minister for the Prevention of Domestic and Family Violence

1. The Births, Deaths and Marriages Registration Bill 2022 (Bill) repeals and replaces the existing Births, Deaths and Marriages Registration Act 2003 (BDMR Act) to ensure registration services remain relevant, responsive and contemporary. 
2. The key objectives of the Bill are to:
· strengthen the legal recognition of trans and gender diverse people;

· facilitate improvements in the operations of the registry;
· [bookmark: _Hlk115890007]support fraud prevention and minimise misuse of the life event system; and
· clarify the information collection, use and sharing powers of the registrar.
