Appointment of a member (and chairman) and members to the Queensland Independent Remuneration Tribunal
Premier and Minister for the Olympics 

1. The Queensland Independent Remuneration Tribunal Act 2013 (Act) establishes the Queensland Independent Remuneration Tribunal (the Tribunal). 
2. The functions of the Tribunal are to review and make determinations about salaries, allowances and entitlements of members and former members of the Queensland Legislative Assembly and the entitlements of cross bench members to additional staff members. 
3. A person is eligible for appointment as a Tribunal member under the Act only if the person:
a) has extensive knowledge of, and experience in, one or more of the following: State government; community affairs; human resource management; industrial relations; law; public administration; public finance; public sector ethics; or 

b) has other knowledge and experience the Governor in Council considers appropriate.
4. Cabinet endorsed that Professor Keitha Dunstan be recommended to the Governor in Council for appointment as member and chairman of the Tribunal for a term of three years commencing from the date of Governor in Council approval.
5. Cabinet endorsed that Emeritus Professor Patrick Weller AO, FASSA and Mr Jim Varghese AM be recommended to the Governor in Council for appointment as members of the Queensland Independent Remuneration Tribunal for a term of three years commencing from the date of Governor in Council approval.
