1. The Wide Bay Burnett (WBB) region covers the local government areas of Bundaberg, Cherbourg, Fraser Coast, Gympie, North Burnett, and South Burnett.
2. The Department of State Development, Infrastructure, Local Government and Planning (DSDILGP) commenced preparation of a new regional plan for the WBB region in early 2020 to align with current government policy and provide a contemporary direction for economic growth and sustainability in the region.
3. The draft Wide Bay Burnett Regional Plan 2022 (WBBRP) sets a 25-year strategic vision for the region, with strategic priorities, objectives, and regional responses tailored to address regionally specific challenges and to capitalise on opportunities.
4. The WBBRP was prepared in collaboration with regional stakeholders, including all affected councils. It provides a coordinated approach to addressing the challenges of land use planning, infrastructure provision, services and programs to meet community needs.
5. The draft WBBRP has been developed for public consultation, with feedback provided to be used to inform the final document.
6. Cabinet endorsed the release of the draft Wide Bay Burnett Regional Plan 2022.
