Ekka 2023 and the Queensland Agriculture Sector

1. The Royal National Agricultural and Industrial Association of Queensland (the RNA) promotes and encourages the development of Queensland’s agricultural, industrial, manufacturing and cultural resources. 
2. Since 1876, the Ekka has brought the country and city together to celebrate and champion agriculture and the roles it plays in the everyday lives of Queenslanders. 
3. Queensland’s primary industries make a valuable contribution to our economy, regions, and communities.
4. In 2022–23, the total value of Queensland’s primary industry commodities is estimated to be $23.44 billion, the highest recorded sector value.
5. Queensland’s primary industries export to over 130 destinations worldwide with an export value of $12.55 billion in 2022-23. Our top three destinations for Queensland produce were China at $2.75 billion, South Korea at $1.82 billion and Japan at $1.72 billion.
6. The industry directly and indirectly employs more than 363,000 people with a corresponding supply chain output value of around $32.3 billion.
7. To improve agricultural productivity and foster more prosperous communities, the Government will continue to deliver key services, promote trade, collaborate with stakeholders, manage the risks of pests and diseases, develop innovative technologies, and support the growth of the Queensland food and fibre industries.
