1. On 20 October 2022, the Premier and then Minister for the Olympics convened the Queensland Housing Summit. The summit followed the Queensland Housing Roundtable held in September 2022, hosted by the Queensland Government as a first step towards the summit.
2. At the summit, the Queensland Government worked with stakeholders to discuss potential solutions to housing pressures being experienced in Queensland and opportunities to enhance housing opportunities for Queenslanders in the short, medium, and long term. 
3. Following the Queensland Housing Summit, the Premier and then Minister for the Olympics released the Housing Summit Outcomes Report reflecting the ideas and opportunities canvassed at the summit, including a comprehensive program of actions to be undertaken to address the housing needs of Queenslanders.
4. A completed action from the Housing Summit Outcomes Report is the establishment of the Housing Delivery Board. The Board provides leadership on housing issues and is responsible for overseeing the implementation and delivery of the Housing Summit Outcomes Report and the Queensland Housing and Homelessness Action Plan 2021–2025.
5. Cabinet noted progress on the implementation and impact of actions in the Housing Summit Outcomes Report and the Queensland Housing and Homelessness Action Plan 2021– 2025.
