Update on government achievements and investment in the Redlands Region
Premier and Minister for the Olympics and Paralympic Games

1. The Redland City Local Government Area (LGA) includes the urban centre of Mount Cotton and the Moreton Bay Islands of North Stradbroke Island (Minjerribah), Macleay Island, Russell Island and Coochiemudlo Island. The health care and social assistance industry and the construction industry are the largest employing industries in the Redland City LGA. 
2. The Queensland Government is supporting the region through productivity-enhancing infrastructure and capital works, including upgrades to both Cleveland-Redland Bay Road and the Southern Moreton Bay Islands Passenger Ferry Terminals. 
3. The government is investing $7.6 billion in health for the Brisbane and Redlands Region, which includes the expansion of the Redland Hospital, the delivery of the Redland Satellite Hospital and the construction of the new Redland Hospital Modular Wards project. 
4. The government is investing $295.9 million to maintain, improve and upgrade schools in the Brisbane and Redlands region. Key infrastructure projects in the region includes:
· The construction of a new primary school in Redland Bay
· A new multipurpose hall at Capalaba State College 
· A new tuckshop and engagement centre at Cleveland District State High School
5. The government has also allocated $39 million to the Minjerribah Futures program for education, infrastructure, and tourism projects to support Minjerribah’s (North Stradbroke Island) economic transition following the cessation of sand mining in December 2019.
