Queensland Government submission to the Australian Senate Rural and Regional Affairs and Transport References Committee’s inquiry into Australia’s preparedness to host Commonwealth, Olympic and Paralympic Games

1. On 30 March 2023, the Australian Senate requested that the Australian Senate Rural and Regional Affairs and Transport References Committee (Senate Committee) investigate the adequacy of Australia’s preparedness to host the 2026 Commonwealth Games in Victoria and the 2032 Olympic and Paralympic Games in Brisbane, and to leave a legacy of sporting infrastructure to encourage more Australians to participate in elite and community sports and live active lifestyles (the Inquiry). 
2. The Senate Committee is required to provide a report and requested public submissions by 29 May 2023.
3. The Queensland Government’s submission to the Inquiry notes that Brisbane 2032 is being effectively and efficiently managed, with preparations well underway. 
4. Key matters addressed in the Queensland Government submission include an overview of Brisbane 2032 Olympic and Paralympic Games (Brisbane 2032) governance, economic and social benefits, and infrastructure and investment. 
5. Cabinet approved that the Department of State Development, Infrastructure, Local Government and Planning lodge the Queensland Government submission to the Australian Senate Rural and Regional Affairs and Transport References Committee’s inquiry into Australia’s preparedness to host the 2026 Commonwealth Games and the 2032 Olympic and Paralympic Games via the Senate Committee’s website.
