Queensland's refreshed First Nations Governance Framework to accelerate Closing the Gap
Minister for Treaty, Minister for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Partnerships, Minister for Communities and Minister for the Arts

1. The Queensland Government is entering its third year of implementation of the National Agreement on Closing the Gap. The agreement lays out four priority reform areas and 17 target outcomes aimed at reframing government relationships with, and improving the lives of, Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples.
2. The national agreement aligns with other reform projects such as the Local Thriving Communities agenda, changes to the Public Sector Act 2022, Treaty and Truth-Telling and a First Nations voice.
3. The Queensland Government has developed a refreshed Reframing the Relationship Governance Framework to integrate all decision-making bodies toward the priority reforms of Closing the Gap.
4. The Queensland 2023 Closing the Gap Snapshot Report outlines Queensland’s progress toward the 17 target outcomes under the National Agreement and promotes accountability and transparency.
5. Cabinet approved in-principle the Queensland Reframing the Relationship Governance Framework; subject to amendments informed by engagement.
6. Cabinet approved further engagement on the Framework with targeted Queensland First Nations stakeholders, including the Queensland Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Coalition.
7. Cabinet noted that the Framework be reviewed following the outcomes of the national and state First Nations Voice reform agendas.
8. Cabinet approved the public release and tabling in Parliament of the Queensland 2023 Closing the Gap Snapshot.
